JOINT MOTION BY PLAINTIFF AND RECEIVER FOR CLARIFICATION OF THE
ORDER OF DISMISSAL UPON NOTIFICATION OF SETTLEMENT AND
DIRECTIONS TO CLERK TO CLOSE FILE

Plaintiff, State of Florida Office of Financial Regulation (“Plaintiff” or “OFR”), and Daniel
J. Stermer, as Court-appointed Receiver (the “Receiver”) for the property, assets, and business of
the thirty-three (33) Receivership entities' (the “Receivership Defendants” and, formerly the
“Consenting Corporate Defendants”, and, together with the Receiver, collectively, the
“Receivership Estate”) pursuant to the Order Appointing Receiver (the “Receivership Order”)
dated May 12, 2023, file this joint motion requesting the Court to clarify the Order of Dismissal
Upon Notification of Settlement and Directions to Clerk to Close File (the “Dismissal Order”) to
confirm that the case will not be dismissed or closed until the Receiver fulfills all responsibilities
under the Receivership Order. In support of this Motion, the Plaintiff and Receiver state as

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Background

1. On September 5, 2025, this Court issued the Dismissal Order, which dismissed the
matter based on the settlement of the parties and directed the Clerk of Court to close the file.

2. On May 12, 2023, this Court appointed Daniel J. Stermer as the Receiver for the
Receivership Defendants, granting him extensive powers to manage and liquidate the assets of the
Receivership Defendants for the benefit of their creditors

3. The Dismissal Order does not explicitly address the status of the Receivership and
the Receiver's ongoing responsibilities under the Receivership Order. It is imperative to confirm
that the case will not be dismissed or closed until the Receiver completes his duties as outlined in
the Receivership Order.

4. The Plaintiff and Receiver respectfully request that this Court clarify the Dismissal
Order to confirm that the case will remain open and under the Court’s jurisdiction until the
Receiver has fulfilled all responsibilities under the Receivership Order, including the liquidation
and distribution of assets to creditors.

5. The Court’s Dismissal Order retains jurisdiction for the purpose of enforcing the
settlement and determining reasonable attorney’s fees and costs, if any. This retention of
jurisdiction should further extend to overseeing the completion of the Receiver’s duties.

WHEREFORE, Plaintiff and Receiver respectfully request entry of a proposed Order in
the form attached hereto as Exhibit 1: (i) granting the Motion; (i) clarifying the Order of Dismissal
to confirm that the case will not be dismissed or closed until the Receiver completes his

responsibilities under the Receivership Order; and (iii) granting such other and additional relief as



the Court deems just and proper.
